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Abstract

The concept of blood is no longer confined to being the vital
fluid responsible for blood transfusion and the exchange of
vital processes, but rather it is an incubator of the genetic
codes. In this research, the researcher tries to verify the
identification of the nature of blood groups and whether there
is a relationship and impact on the positive personality of
female students of physical education colleges and universities
in the Kurdistan region.
